UNHCR FACILITATED RETURNEES HAVE UP TO TWO WEEKS TO REGISTER 
May 23, 2005

The National Elections Commission (NEC) commends all eligible Liberians who turned out to register during the recently completed nationwide voter registration exercise that began on 25 April and ended on 21 May, 2005.  

The Commission is pleased to announce that from today until 4 June, in accordance with Section 7 of the Electoral Reform Law of 2004, the registration of refugees whose return is directly facilitated by the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) will begin.

Any returnee exhibiting a UNHCR Voluntary Repatriation Form which proves that they returned after 21 May, 2005, will be allowed to register at the NEC Magistrate Offices in the 15 counties until 4 June.
This extension is intended to provide an opportunity for Liberian returnees being assisted by the UNHCR to register to participate in the 11 October 2005 elections.
